ORGANIZING IDEA What’s Alike/What’s Different: Diversity

TITLE / SUBJECT Alike and Different – Part One

TIME FRAME 15 – 20 minutes

(This lesson can also be found listed during for the first six weeks.)
OBJECTIVES: Students will examine the concepts of sameness and uniqueness or alike and different.
TEKS:

SSK.11 The student is expected to:

(A) identify personal attributes common to all people such as physical characteristics; and

(B) identify differences among people.

LAK.9 The student is expected to:

(B) establish purposes for reading or listening such as to be informed, to follow directions, and to be entertained.

LAK.10 The student is expected to:

(A) listen to stories being read aloud;

(B) participate actively (react, speculate, join in, read along) when predictable and patterned selections are read aloud.

LAK.11 The student is expected to:

(C) distinguish fiction from nonfiction, including fact and fantasy.

LIBRARY SKILLS:  Students will practice basic library skills of listening, cooperating in group discussion, retrieval of books and checkout.  Students will explore the concepts of fiction and nonfiction.
MATERIALS:  

1) Two eyes, a nose and a mouth by Roberta Grobel Intrater or some other very simple nonfiction book which explores how people are alike and different physically.

2) Choose a second book to complement the first, but this one should be fiction and short.  It would be good if it were about one of the physical characteristics mentioned in the first.

PROCEDURES:

1) After students are seated have them look at each other without speaking for a few seconds.  Do not discuss why at this point.

2) Read the chosen nonfiction book.  As you read, stop as appropriate and have students again look at each other focusing on the specific characteristic mentioned.
3) Tell students that the book you just read is a nonfiction book.  Tell them that nonfiction means the book has real information or facts.  Tell them that the book you are about to read is a fiction book.  This book is pretend and written from someone’s imagination.  It is fun.  Fiction books are often fun….fiction/fun….nonfiction/real information.  Tell students that they will be hearing these words throughout the rest of their lives as they learn and use libraries.
4) Read the second book.
5) As time allows, discuss how the content of the two books were alike and different.
EVALUATION:  Observation.
