ORGANIZING IDEA What’s Alike/What’s Different: Diversity

TITLE / SUBJECT Alike and Different – Part Two

TIME FRAME 15 – 20 minutes

(This lesson can also be found listed for the first six weeks.)
OBJECTIVES:  Students will explore how books are alike and different.
TEKS:

LAK.11 The student is expected to:

(C) distinguish fiction from nonfiction, including fact and fantasy.

MATHK.5 The student is expected to:

(H) recognize that different parts of a book such as cover, title page, and table of contents offer information.

MATHK.8 The student is expected to:

(A) describe and identify an object by its attributes using informal language;

(B) compare two objects based on their attributes.

LIBRARY SKILLS:  Students will explore various attributes of books to compare how they are alike and different.  Students will participate in a book circle.  Students will practice correct page turning.
MATERIALS:  You will need one book for each child plus one for each adult participating in the book circle.  These books can be on any subject, but there should be a variety based on size (heavy, light, thick, thin, large, small, etc.) and a mixture of fiction and nonfiction.  At least on fiction book should have a cartoon-like picture and one nonfiction should have a photograph (animals on both would be good).
PROCEDURES:

1) Have students sit in a large circle.  It may be best to have them hold hands to make the circle, then sit.  Tell them they will be participating in a book circle today and will get to look at several books for a short while each.

2) Tell students that you will be giving them each a book.  They should place it in front of them on the floor until you give further directions.

3) Demonstrate how to turn a page by lifting the corner gently.  Tell students that this is the way they should always turn corners, so that pages do not get torn.

4) Tell students that they will be comparing the books to see how they are alike and different.  They will get about one minute (or less) to look at each book.  They will only get to look at some of the books as there is not time to look at all books.  Tell students to look at the books without talking.  You will tell them when to start each book and when to gently close each book.

5) Have students look at first book.  Watch for correct page turning and correct as needed those who forget.  After about one minute have students gently close the books.  Then have students pass the book to the left.  They will need help with this.  Have them raise their left hands.  Walk around the circle to get this correct.  Then have them pass the book to the person closest to that hand.

6) Repeat step five for each book.  Have each child look at about 5 books unless you shorten the time considerably.

7) Collect books and sit in the circle or on a seat and gather the kids near.

8) Ask students how the books are alike and different.  After several responses give some answers yourself.

9) Hold up a fiction and a nonfiction book.  Ask students which book they think is fiction or for fun and which book is nonfiction with real information.  Ask how they could tell.  Tell students that the pictures are sometimes a good clue to show fiction and nonfiction, but not always.  Quickly show the table of contents and index of a nonfiction book to show that most good nonfiction books with real information have these features to help readers and learners find the information they want.

10) Conclude by reminding students that as they go through their school years they will be reading a lot of different types of books, including both fiction and nonfiction.

11) If time allows, read one or more of the books used in the book circle.
