Time Frame: varies by selection of activities
Objectives:  The student will explore the comparative elements of a story.

TEKS:

Materials:

Armadilly Chili by Helen Ketteman, illustrated by Will Terry

Procedures:

Read this book aloud to the class, which is a Texas-style parody on the folktale “Little Red Hen.”  


*Explain how the stories are similar and different


*Why did the author use different characters in this Texas theme book?


*If you rewrote “The Little Red Hen” what characters and items would you choose?


*Learn more about the author at www.helenketteman.com

*Have the students tell of a time when they helped someone.  


*Use a dictionary to define words from the story: peck, bushel.  Do other common measurements such as quarts or gallons.


*Research armadillos and compile facts about the other characters: tarantula, bluebird, horned toad.


*Research cactus and learn how it grows.


*Research the origin of chili.


*Look at a map of the United States and locate the states of the southwest.
