Materials:  Power Point presentation, “Landmarks”
                    Nonfiction titles (see attached list of suggested titles)

Procedures: 
1. Access students’ prior knowledge to determine what has been 

shared in the classroom about landmarks.

2. Present Power Point, stopping at appropriate places to share 

titles for:

     Slide 7: symbols

     Slide 8: community

     Slide 9: state

     Slide 10: national

     Slide 11: world

     (or see attached list of titles that I personally use)

3. Review each of the items above with the students to determine if 

the students recall landmarks from each of these types of landmarks.

Evaluation:   Students will be making landmark flipbooks in their classes 
                       which will indicate if they understand the types of landmarks.
