Grade Level:
 Second Grade – Third Six Weeks
Organizing Idea: 
Diversity:  How are we alike and different in our world?

Title/Subject:  
Diversity: Alike and the same
Time Frame:  
Two parts of 20-30 minutes each (lesson may be divided into two visits)
Objectives:  
Students will learn about some of the various cultural backgrounds represented in America.  Students will research, record information, and practice basic bibliographic skills.

· Pencils
· Optional:  

· white board or other writing surface for list of various ethnicities/nationalities
· poster size handout, completed as an example

Procedures


Part one

1)  Ask students to tell their ethnic or national backgrounds. They may need some help to get started and many will have no idea. Ask students if being from a different ethnic background makes you different than someone from another background. (Yes and no, you may have some different family traditions based on your backgrounds but you are still 2nd grade students who all love to come to the library!)
2) Tell students that they will be learning both about children from other countries and about people in America whose families came from various countries.

3) Read and discuss parts of Children just like me by Susan Elizabeth Copsey.

Part two
1) Give directions for handouts.
a. Explain importance of bibliographic information.

b. Show students how to find answers in the books (table of contents, index, guide words, pictures, etc.)
2) Send students to tables to work either individually or in pairs.

3) Monitor and assist students as needed. 

Evaluation:  Observation and completion of handout
Adaptations:  Lesson and handout could be expanded to require use of multiple sources for research
