MATERIALS:    cards with names of products (ivory, oil, glass, silk, etc)

         Worksheet for encyclopedia research with questions pertinent to product, natural resource, location, and/or other information—including name, date of encyclopedia

PROCEDURES:  

Read Carmen Agra Deedy’s Agatha’s Feather Bed.  Find the products for the natural resource presented with small illustrations in the book.  Divide into teams and ask each to draw a product card.  Research using online or print encyclopedias to find the origin for each product and locations in the world.  Use an atlas and ask students to locate those places.  (additional activity—ask the class if Deedy used any words or phrases related to ducks, geese, poultry, etc.).

Read Mailing May (Tunnell).  Find the location of May’s town in an atlas.  Discuss changes in communities or transportation of products and people from early 1900s to present.

EVALUATION:  

Use the atlas activities to involve the entire class in finding
