(5th Six Weeks)

TITLE / SUBJECT:  Time & Transportation –Mailing May

TIME FRAME:  15-20 minutes

OBJECTIVES:  To connect student knowledge of current transportation with earlier modes of transportation and cost
TEKS:  110.5 Language Arts – The student is expected to listen critically to interpret

and evaluate.

113.4. Social Studies, Grade 2.  The student is expected to use vocabulary related to chronology, including past, present, and future; describe how science and technology have changed communication, transportation, and recreation; and explain how science and technology have changed the ways in which people meet basic needs.
LIBRARY SKILLS:  Identifying elements of setting –What happens in this story that could only happen in that place and time?

MATERIALS:  Old photos of early Plano or locations in the U.S. c1900-1920.

PROCEDURE:   

1) Read Mailing May.

2) Ask students to identify modes of transportation in the illustrations.

3) Note the “photos” and reproductions –tickets, stamps—that add to the illustrations.  Questions—Would May’s journey be possible today? Practical?

Why wouldn’t they use a car?  Why was the train the best transportation?
