Procedures:

Tell the children that this book is about a real man who lived many year’s ago.  He was a man who loved and respected nature and being in the outdoors.  The story is about how a fictional character (Mr. Thoreau) and a friend decide to meet for dinner in a town 30 miles away.  This is before the days when most people owned cars.

Read the book and discuss the two ways that the two friends decided to get to Fitchburg.

Evaluation:  Ask which way the students would prefer to get to Fitchburg.  How about to Dallas (heavy traffic, not so safe, no sidewalks, no woods).
