A valuable book has been stolen and the library must know the title and call number in order to replace the book.  The thief has been caught, but a search of his house did not reveal the title name.

You, as his assistant have been asked to research the clues left at the scene of the crime and in the thief’s home.

1)  A book titled Amelia Earhart was dropped on the floor near the shelves.   The missing book could be from the same collection or area of the library.

2)  The thief was writing a letter to a friend, telling him how much he loved books by the author Barbara Kerley.

3)  There are several small model dinosaurs.

4)   A “blank” notepad is also in the backpack.  By rubbing a pencil across the pad, 3 letters were revealed—HAW   (no other letters showed up after these, because his pencil broke)

Use your available tools (your brain and your computer) to find the missing book.
