TITLE-  A Snake in the House by Faith McNulty

TIME FRAME- One storytime

OBJECTIVES: To focus on point of view, habitats, and the importance of staying in your habitat for survival

VOCABULARY: Habitat, pond, condensation, coil

  Point of view

PROCEDURES: Discuss point of view. Have students close their eyes and visualize that they are a little snake enjoying the sunshine by the pond, until a hunter comes by.  Discuss feelings of snake. Read the story and discuss habitat, snakes physical needs and characteristics, and additional vocabulary words. Why can’t the snake stay in the house?

EVALUATION: Have a question answer session on habitat, physical and environmental needs for survival.
