Procedure:

Say “Wendell and Floyd have a problem.  They can’t seem to get to school on time.  Listen to find out how Wendell solves their problem.  What are some other solutions?”  Ask about the setting, characters, and plot while reading.  Ask “What happens at the beginning and end of the story?  Check the front cover.  How does the cover help tell the story?”
