Library Scavenger Hunt

Part of 3rd Grade’s  3rd Six Weeks/Unit 4 Integrated Curriculum
Summary:
The students use various genre in the library to complete the task of finding data about the countries they have studied.  Students compete against other teams in answering the most correct tasks in the time limit set for the activity.

Preparation:
1.
Make four copies of a list containing tasks for the students to complete.  For each task, students should answer the question and tell the source used.

2.
You may have a suggested list of possible resources for the students to use during their scavenger hunt.

Procedure:
1.
Divide the group into four teams.

2.
Give each team the list of tasks to complete.  One sheet per team is sufficient.

3.
Give each team the list of possible resources.  The groups must list the resource used to find the answers, and, if applicable, a page number.

4.
After twenty-five minutes, collect the task sheets and determine the winning team.  The team with the most correct answers receives stickers for their ribbons.

Teaching Tips:
1.
Discuss different types of reference tools such as library books, encyclopedias (print and on-line), atlases, almanacs, and other references available in your library.
