Red Flags For Learning Disability 

In English Language Learners

Indicators in general education sources:
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  Lack of yearly level progress on IPT scores (levels A-F)
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  Disproportionate lack of success in the area(s) of concern 

· Math calculation skills lag behind appropriate second language acquisition in reading/writing

· Despite an appropriate language program, reading/writing lag behind math calculation skills (Math problem solving/reasoning skills may lag due to lower reading level/math terminology)
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  Inappropriate response to previous second language interventions 

           (language level modifications, ESL strategies/methods) when 

           compared to other LEP students with similar educational opportunity 

           (Student’s level of English proficiency should determine type of 

           classroom modifications needed)
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  Oral language skills are significantly higher than written language skills 

           (which includes decoding/reading comprehension skills, math-

           reasoning skills, compositional writing skills) in both languages
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  Previous academic difficulty at prior school or country of origin, despite  

           appropriate language program placement
