 Thank you to these students who have been chosen for the Spirit of Haggard for their won-
derful citizenship and character.  Your teachers appreciate you! 
 

 Texas History is studying major economic factors that have made our state great, such as, 
cattle, cotton, oil, and tourism.  Students will be studying three disasters that have occurred in our 
state that have not only impacted our state but our nation.  Laws have been changed and new 
ways to address problems have come from these Texas disasters.  The main disasters that we will 
study are the Galveston hurricane of 1900, 1930ôs Dust Bowl in West Texas and the Texas City 
explosion of 1947.   Our semester exam essay will be a study of these disasters.  The final exam 
will cover the information learned this semester only. 
 

 Seventh grade science students have become ñfarmersò for their final culminating assess-
ment.  In this project, which will continue through May, students are selectively breeding a special 
type of plant called a Fast Plant.  At this point, they have planted their seeds, observed germina-
tion, and thinned their sprouts. Next, they will observe and record the traits of the first generation 
plants.  When the plants bloom, they will determine the characteristics desired for the next genera-
tion of plants to exhibit and cross-pollinate to try to achieve these results.  After the seeds mature, 
they will plant them, observe them and analyze the traits of the second-generation plants to deter-
mine whether their engineering was successful.  WHEW! ASK TO SEE YOUR STUDENTôS 
LOGSHEET!  The log sheet will serve as a record of their observations and experimental design 
skills. ðand it counts as a major evaluation. 
 

 Seventh grade math has been working hard in the book Filling and Wrapping. By using ge-
ometry skills they have learned how to find area, surface area, and volumes for different prisms. 
The next book that will finish up the school year is What Do You Expect? In this book students will 
learn about probability. This book focuses on compound probability, experimental vs. theoretical 
probability, organizing outcomes, and expected values.  
 

 7th grade Honors Math are finishing up the year with the books Looking for Pythagoras and 
Kaleidoscopes, Hubcaps, & Mirrors. Both books have geometry based ideas and concepts. LFP 
relates the area of a square to its side length and teaches understanding & application of the Py-
thagorean Theorem to solve everyday problems. KHM helps students recognize & perform sym-
metry transformations, including reflections, translations & rotations. 
 

 The English department is continuing its study of the hero's journey through our reading of 
The Hobbit in honors and Walk Two Moons in regular classes.  We will follow these novels with a 
study of Tom Sawyer. 
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The season of renewal is here and all the trees, 

shrubs, and grasses have turned green!  Spring fever 

is everywhere!  Ah-choo!  Can you believe another 

school year is nearly over and there are only six 

more weeks of school?
