Math 

Math is such a fun part of our 

day here at school.  Over the 

past few weeks, we have 

talked about patterns, num-

bers 1-10, and shapes.  Here 

are some of the pattern, 

shape and counting words we 

are learning: pattern, circle, tri-

angle, square, rectangle, match, 

same, different, repeat, one, two, 

three, four, five, counting, numbers, 

groups, corners, and sides. 

Though we are counting ob-

jects to ten, we have been 

practicing counting out loud 

to 30!  Count with your child 

at home– you can count cars 

on the street or oranges that 

you buy at the store.  Your 

child will enjoy counting 

them with you! 

 

Language Arts 

Students in the Ocean have 

been leaning about different 

kinds of machines and how 

they work.  We discovered that 

many items in our classroom 

are machines, like the comput-

ers, radios, and nearby micro-

wave and dishwasher.  Many 

classes had activities to demon-

strate the use of the machines 

and tools.    Our students will 

soon be learning about move-

ment.  People, vehicles, animals, 

wind and oceans move.    

We will explore things that 

move seen and unseen.

Your child is also frus-

trated!  Here are some tips for 

decreasing frustration: 

How can I figure out what my 

child is saying? 

-Repeat one word that you may 

have understood and expand 

on it. 

-Use clues for the environ-

ment. 

-Pay attention to body lan-

guage. 

-Use the phrase "show me" 

rather than ask anther ques-

tions. 

-Use open-ended statements, 

"you want the..." 

-Say "I'm sorry, I don't under-

stand" or "I'll listen again". 

How can I deal with my frus-

tration? 

-Let your child know its alright 

to be frustrated. 

-Maintain a healthy sense of 

humor to deal with frustration!
