In the event your child plans to participate in the “Take Our Daughters and Sons to Work Day” program on
April 22, 2010, we wanted you to be aware of the position of the Plano Independent School District. The Plano
School Board has reaffirmed its commitment to classroom attendance and has declined to participate.

The Plano Independent School District supports and encourages all students in life choices by providing a wide
variety of career education activities throughout the school year. We encourage teachers and principals to
involve parents and business leaders in their respective activities. Not only are specific career oriented classes
offered, many classes include concepts involving life skills to promote independence within each student.
Speakers, both male and female, provide insight by speaking to students in all grade levels. Partnerships
between companies and schools provide business role models, tutors, and mentors for students. Building self-
esteem in students is a priority. We would welcome your involvement or your company’s involvement in our
activities.

The Board and Administration of Plano ISD are committed to the value of instruction in the classroom and to
the state attendance requirement of 180 days per year. There are, and will continue to be, numerous requests
for students to attend various functions during class time.

The Texas Education Agency recommended that school districts in the area coordinate in developing a common
date for Take Our Daughters and Sons to Work Day.
