What is Plano After Prom?

In 1985, Plano Senior High School initiated a chaperoned, drug and alcohol free event for Seniors and their
guests to attend after Prom. This event allows students to celebrate with friends in a safe and fun
environment, while keeping them off city streets during the late night and early morning hours.

Who sponsors Plano After Prom?

Plano After Prom is funded by PSHS Parent Teacher Student Association Membership dues, Plano
Independent School District contributions, and donations from community businesses and organizations.
The students are also asked to pay a minimal admission fee to attend.

When is Plano After Prom?
Plano After Prom follows the Senior Prom in April from 1:00 to 5:00 a.m.

Where is Plano After Prom?

Plano After Prom is currently being held at The Main Event, an entertainment center for families in Plano,
Texas. Security is provided for the event and students are checked in by ID and checked out by volunteers.
Parent volunteers monitor all areas of The Main Event during the entire celebration.

Who attends Plano After Prom?
Plano After Prom is open to PSHS Seniors and a guest. Last year over 750 students attended the event which
IS in its 24th year.

What is provided for students at Plano After Prom?

Students participate in the activities at The Main Event which include bowling, laser tag, billiards, and over
100 game machines. The PTSA provides refreshments which include pizza, drinks, and snack foods during
the entire event. A DVD presentation including student photos throughout the year plays on The Main Event
monitors. The PTSA also provides a commemorative gift for students to take home.

What else does the PSHS PTSA contribute to Plano After Prom?

Every few minutes during the event, the PTSA does prize giveaways to Seniors only. In 2008, the PTSA had
over 150 items; from computers to DVD players, to dorm items, to certificates to favorite student restaurants,
entertainment, and retail stores. In addition, community contributions funded almost $15,000 in college
scholarships for Seniors in attendance ranging from $250 to a $1,000 scholarship.

Why do we need your help?
The cost of putting on an event for 800 students is rising each year. The cost of tickets for students to attend
has more than doubled in the past few years. Donations from the community are getting harder to obtain.
