 Complete the Application for Admissions at www.applytexas.org 
 Complete the Concurrent Permission form  

• Pay close attention that it is signed by the student, the parent, and the counselor 
and completed with the proper course information 

 Complete the Registration form with detailed course information and the student signature 
 PISD will provide official high school transcript  
 Bring all completed materials to any Collin campus to register for the Fall 2007 semester 
starting July 2rd  
The advisor will work with the student for approval and then Advising will register the 
student 
 Pay tuition by the college deadline at the cashier’s office or online using the assigned student 
Personal Identification Number (PIN) at https://studentservices.ccccd.edu, Login to Student 
Services

 Have Student ID Card made in Student Life (after August 20th)
